It is the aim of the holy Fathers, through bringing to mind that
fearful day, to rouse us from the slumber of carelessness unto the
work of virtue, and to move us to love and compassion for our
brethren. Besides this, even as on the coming Sunday of Cheese-
fare we commemorate Adam’s exile from the Paradise of delight --
which exile is the beginning of life as we know it now -- it is dear
that today’s is reckoned the last of all feasts, because on the last day
of judgment, truly, everything of this world will come to an end.

Our Archdiocese will partner with
International Orthodox Christian Charities (IOCC) to identify trusted
organizations for aid distribution.”

A long-standing and trusted partner, IOCC has a proven track record in
humanitarian and emergency relief and will lend its logistical and on-the-
ground expertise to ensure effective distribution of funds raised by the
Archdiocese. Distribution will be directed primarily to those impacted by the
earthquake in Turkiye, and, as opportunities to assist are identified, to Syria.

The Archdiocese has set an initial fundraising goal of $500,000.

Saint Philothei was born in Athens in 1522 to an
illustrious family. Against her will, she was married
to a man who proved to be most cruel. When he
died three years later, the Saint took up the monastic life and established
a convent, in which she became a true mother to her disciples. Many
women enslaved and abused by the Moslem Turks also ran to her for
refuge. Because of this, the Turkish rulers became enraged and came to
her convent, dragged her by force out of the church, and beat her
cruelly. After a few days, she reposed, giving thanks to God for all
things. This came to pass in the year 1589. She was renowned for her
almsgiving, and with Saints Hierotheus and Dionysius the Areopagite is
considered a patron of the city of Athens.
