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PALM CUNDAY
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On Sunday, five days before the
Passover of the Law, the Lord came
from Bethany to Jerusalem. Sending
two of His disciples to bring Him a
foal of an ass, He sat thereon and
entered into the dty. When the
multitude there heard that Jesus was
coming, they straightway took up the
branches of palm trees in their hands,
and went forth to meet Him. Others
spread their garments on the ground, and vyet others cut
branches from the trees and strewed them in the way that Jesus
was to pass; and all of them together, especially the children,
went before and after Him, crying out: “Hosanna: Blessed is He
that cometh in the Name of the Lord, the King of Israel” (John
12:13). This is the radiant and glorious festival of our Lord’s entry
into Jerusalem that we celebrate today.

The branches of the palm trees symbolize Christ's victory over
the devil and death. The word Hosanna means “Save, | pray,” or
“Save, now.” The foal of an ass, and Jesus’ sitting thereon, and
the fact that this animal was untamed and considered undean
according to the Law, signified the former undeanness and
wildness of the nations, and their subjection thereafter to the
holy Law of the Gospel.

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THE GOSPEL
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The reading is from the holy Gospel according to John
(12:1-18)

Six days before Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazaros was,
whom Jesus had raised from the dead. There they made him a supper;
Martha served, and Lazaros was one of those at table with him. Mary
took a pound of costly ointment of pure nard and anointed the feet of
Jesus and wiped his feet with her hair; and the house was filled with the
fragrance of the ointment. But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (he
who was to betray him), said, “Why was this ointment not sold for three
hundred denarii and given to the poor?” This he said, not that he cared
for the poor but because he was a thief, and as he had the money box
he used to take what was put into it. Jesus said, “Let her alone, let her
keep it for the day of my burial. The poor you always have with you,
but you do not always have me.” When the great crowd of the Jews
learned that he was there, they came, not only on account of Jesus but
also to see lLazaros, whom he had raised from the dead. So the chief
priests planned to put Lazaros also to death, because on account of him
many of the Jews were going away and believing in Jesus. The next day
a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming
to Jerusalem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to
meet him, crying, “Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of
the Lord, even the King of Israel!” And Jesus found a young donkey and
sat upon it; as it is written, “Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold, your
king is coming, sitting on a donkey’s colt!” His disciples did not
understand this at first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they
remembered that this had been written of him and had been done to
him. The crowd that had been with him when he called Lazaros out of
the tomb and raised him from the dead bore witness. The reason why
the crowd went to meet him was that they heard he had done this sign.

PARIS’H COUNCIL MESCAGE
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Beloved Parishioners:

As indicated in the note last week from the Real Estate Committee, the
Parish Council was presented on March 20 with a final unsubordinated
ground lease for the Parish’s downtown properties. We wish to extend our
appreciation to the Committee for their work in delivering this milestone.
We also received a Summary Memorandum on March 20 from the legal
counsel to the Real Estate Committee, which was subsequently updated.

As a reminder, the Parish Council serves as the board of directors for the
parish. The board of directors of any for profit or non-profit organization has
a fiduciary duty of “loyalty and care to the organization.” This means the
interests of the organization must be paramount over all other
considerations. When the governing board of a publicly traded for-profit
organization is contemplating a large transaction or a transformative
acquisition, it hires outside advisers such as banking experts, lawyers, or
other subject-matter experts to advise it on the feasibility of the proposed
transaction. Due to the size, complexity, and long-term impact of this
proposed development project and with the concurrence of the Real Estate
Committee, the Parish Council voted unanimously on March 20 to approve
that the parish engage a series of experts to review the document. This
includes additional input from different legal counsel, and a business analysis
consultant to review the economic and financial aspects.

A subset of the Parish Council, under the leadership of the lease committee
chairman, Doug Anderson, with members Kostas Katsohirakis, Nick Bapis,
Chris Mantas, Frank Corbett, and Lee Kapos, has been created to manage
this process. The names of several prominent professionals with deep
expertise in these areas have been suggested and vetted by the committee
and approved by the Parish Council. Upon receipt and publication of these
reports, the Parish Council will schedule a parish meeting to review the lease
and reports.

Thank you for your continued patience as we proceed through this process.
