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WHERE/WHAT WAS THIS WELL?

At the foot of Mount Gerazim, near the
ancient town of Shechem, where the Israelites
heard the blessings in the days of Joshua,
Jacob, who had come from Mesopotamia in
the nineteenth century before Christ, bought
a piece of land where there was a well. This
well, preserved even until the time of Christ,
was known as Jacob’s Well. This town, before
it was taken into possession by Samaria, was
also the leading city of the kingdom of the
ten tribes. In the time of the Romans it was
called Neapolis, and at present Nablus. It was the first city in Canaan
visited by the Patriarch Abraham. Here also, Joshua (aka “Jesus of Navi”)
addressed the tribes of Israel for the last time. Almost three hundred
years later, all Israel assembled there to make Roboam (Rehoboam) king.

WHO ARE THE SAMARITANS?

In the year 721 BC, Salmanasar (Shalmaneser), King of the Assyrians, took
the ten tribes of the kingdom of Israel into captivity, and relocated all
these people to Babylon, importing pagan peoples from other parts of
the empire to replace them. These nations had been idolaters from
before. Although they were later instructed in the Jewish faith and
believed in the one God, they worshipped the idols also. Furthermore,
they accepted only the Pentateuch of Moses, and rejected the other
books of Holy Scripture. Nonetheless, they thought themselves to be
descendants of Abraham and Jacob. Therefore, the pious Jews named
these Judaizing and idolatrous peoples Samaritans, since they lived in
Samaria, the former leading city of the Israelites. The Jews rejected them
as heathen and foreigners, and had no communion with them, as the
Samaritan woman observed, “the Jews have no dealings with the
Samaritans” (John 4:9). Therefore, the name Samaritan is used derisivel
many times in the Gospel narrations. After the Ascension of the Lord,
and the descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the woman of Samaria
was baptized by the holy Apostles and became a great preacher and
Martyr of Christ; she was called Photini, and her feast is kept on

Jesus said to
er, “Everyone who drinks of this water will thirst again, but whoever drinks of the water
that | shal?/give him will never thirst; the water that | shall give him will become in him a
spring of water welling up to eternal life.” The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this
water, that | may not thirst, nor come here to draw.” Jesus said to her, “Go, call your
husband, and come here.” The woman answered him, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to
her, “You are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; for you have had five husbands, and
he whom you now have is not your husband; this you said truly.” The woman said to
him, “Sir, | perceive that you are a prophet. Our fathers worshiped on this mountain; and
you say that Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship.” Jesus said to her,
“Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in
Jerusalem will you worship the Father. You worship what you do not know; we worship
what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. But the hour is coming, and now is, when
the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for such the Father seeks to
worship him. God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”
The woman said to him, “I know that the Messiah is coming (he who is called Christ);
when he comes, he will show us all things.” Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you am
he.” Just then his disciples came. They marveled that he was talking witﬁ a woman, but
none said, “What do you wish?” or, “Why are you talking with her?” So the woman left
her water jar, and went away into the city and said to the people, “Come, see a man
who told me all that | ever did. Can this be the Christ?” They went out of the city and
were coming to him. Meanwhile the disciples besought him, saying “Rabbi, eat.” But he
said to them, “I have food to eat of which you do not know.” So the disciples said to
one another, “Has anyone brought him food?” Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the
will of him who sent me, and to accomplish his work. Do you not say, ‘There are yet
four months, then comes the harvest’? | tell you, lift up your eyes, and see how the
fields are already white for harvest. He who reaps receives wages, and gathers fruit for
eternal life, so that sower and reaper may rejoice together. For here the saying holds
true, ‘One sows and another reaps.” | sent you to reap that for which you did not labor;
others have labored, and you have entered into their labor.” Many Samaritans from that
city believed in him because of the woman'’s testimony. “He told me all that | ever did.”
So when the Samaritans came to him, they asked him to stay with them; and he stayed
there two days. And many more believed because of his word. They said to the woman,
“It is no longer because of your words that we believe, for we have heard ourselves, and

we know that this is indeed Christ the Savior of the world.”
