For three days and nights he was
found in its belly and he prayed, saying the words, “I aied aloud in
my affliction unto the Lord my God...” (Jonah 2:3, the Sixth ode of
the Holy Psalter). The sea-monster then vomited him up on dry land
and he again heard God’s command. Wherefore, he went and
preached, saying, “In three days, Nineveh shall be destroyed.” The
people became terrified and all repented. The great, the small, babes
at the breast, and even the irrational beasts themselves fasted, and
thus, having found mercy from God, they were spared His wrath.
Jonah’ book of prophecy is divided into four chapters, and is placed
fifth in order among the twelve minor Prophets. His three-day
sojourn in the sea-monster’s belly is an image of our Saviour’s three-
day burial and His life-bringing Resurrection (Matt. 12:39-40). His
name means “dove.”
